Agency Referrals

Referrals from agencies seeking to place funded
clients in English or Literacy classes are welcome.
Initial assessment of learner needs costs $50, or $70 if
a written report is requested by the referring agency.
In accordance with ACFE Guidelines about Fees, the
concession fees in this brochure do not apply to
students whose fees are met by Commonwealth
Government agencies or as part of a Commonwealth
program or initiative.

Minimum Class Numbers

It should be noted that classes are subject to
minimum enrolments, so some classes may be
postponed or may not go ahead.
